Certification & Liability Release 
 
CERTIFICATION OF ELIGIBILITY:  
Each contestant’s eligibility to compete in the Regatta must be certified by an officer of the organizing 
fleet. To be eligible to race in a sanctioned event, per class rules: 
B 12.00.01  The Person in Charge must be an Active Member of the Rhodes 19 Class Association. If 

the Person in Charge is not the Helmsman, then the Helmsman must also be an Active 
Member of the Rhodes 19 Class Association. 

B 12.00.02  The Person in Charge either  
a) must have campaigned a Rhodes 19 either during 25% of the current racing season 

within the territory of the fleet they represent,  
b) have been a Member of the Rhodes 19 Class Association for two consecutive years 

prior to the current year, or  
c) have been a past district or national champion. 
If the Person in Charge is not the Helmsman, then the Helmsman is subject to the same 
criteria. 

Contestants who intend to qualify on the basis of B12.00.02(a) must provide a letter from their local 
fleet captain confirming their level of participation in local fleet racing.  Compliance with B12:00:01 
and B12:00:02(b) or B12:00:02(c) will be certified from the official records of the R19 National Class 
Association and no action will be required on the part of the contestant.  
 
CERTIFICATION:  I hereby certify as follows:  I am a member in good standing of the Rhodes 19 
Fleet indicated above and have paid all Fleet and class association dues, if any, for the 2007 season.  The 
registered boat conforms in all respects to the current rules of the Rhodes 19 Class Association.  I have 
read and understand the Notice of Race for the 2007 Rhodes 19 National Championship, the current 
rules of the Rhodes 19 Class Association, the Racing Rules of Sailing 2001-2004, and the Prescriptions 
of the United States Sailing Association.  I agree to be bound by the Racing Rules of Sailing and by all 
other rules that govern this event. 
 
RELEASE OF LIABILITY: In consideration of acceptance of my application to compete in the 2007 
Rhodes 19 National Championship, I hereby waive, release, discharge, indemnify, and agree to hold 
harmless and defend the Chicago Rhodes 19 Fleet 12, the Chicago Corinthian Yacht Club, and their 
respective officers, members, employees and agents, and, to the extent not included in the foregoing, the 
Regatta Race Committee and Judges, from any and against all liability, loss, cost, or expense resulting 
from any claim for damages for death, personal or bodily injury, or property damage which may arise 
directly or indirectly from my participation in this event.  I further acknowledge that the responsibility 
for the operation of the above vessel, including but not limited to, the decision as to whether to race or to 
continue to race, resides solely, exclusively, and finally with the above named Helmsman.
